PE days
PE is on a Wednesday and Friday. Please send your child into school with their PE kit. They are welcome to leave it at school in-between washes. 
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Homework 
Every Thursday a sheet of homework will be given to your child based on learning we have been doing in school. You are welcome to support your child with their homework, however if they are finding the work tricky, it is important we can see this so it can be picked up on in school. Homework is to be brought back in the following Wednesday. 
With a new reading curriculum this year, children will also have reading homework. This will also be set on a Monday and it is vital they read the specific pages before the following Monday’s lesson. 

Times tables 
Year 4 is a very important year for learning times tables. Your child will have an assessment after Easter testing their knowledge. It is vital that your child knows their tables up to 12 x 12 to support the maths curriculum for year 4 and beyond. This test also measures speed and accuracy. They will have 25 questions with 6 seconds to answer each one. We practice our tables every day in preparation for this assessment, giving your child plenty of time to get used to the speed of the assessment and to secure their knowledge. We recommend your child spends time learning their tables at home using ttrockstars, this has a mode that is similar to the real assessment. 
There will be more information about this after Christmas, however if you have any questions in the mean time do not hesitate to contact me.
